Later we arrive in Jericho, the lowest permanently inhabited site on
earth and the destination of the Israelites' return from bondage in Egypt, led
by Joshua, the successor to Moses. Jesus passed through Jericho where
he healed two blind men and converted a local tax collector named
Zacharias. Archaeologists have unearthed the remains of over 20
successive settlements in Jericho (Tell es-Sultan), the first of which dates
back to 11,000 years ago (9000 BC). We will take the scenic cable car up
to the Mount of Temptations and the 4™ century Monastery built over the
cliff. Arrive in Jerusalem and stop at Mount Scopus, a strategic location
from which to attack the Holy City since antiquity. Roman Legions camped
there as early as 66 CE and the Crusaders used the site as a base in 1099.
